The statement, reminiscent of Michael Caine’s famous 
line in the film Zulu, is a reminder of just how many bunnies the NDAA gets for rehoming. With cats 
and dogs often stealing the rehoming limelight, it’s easy to forget our long-eared hippity-hoppity 
friends. Yet, every month, lots of rescued rabbits are neutered by the NDAA before being found 
safe, loving new homes in the North Devon community. 

Five gorgeous baby lionhead rabbits needed homes  

Particularly unusual were the five baby lionhead rabbits that we took in recently – four a lovely 
caramel colour and one jet-black.  There was no cruelty or neglect here, simply a case of 
accidental breeding after the owner bought two rabbits and was assured they were the same sex! 
Now where have we heard that one before? 

Once safely in NDAA care, the five babies were looked after while we sought new homes. 
Lionheads are distinctive creatures, getting their name from their short body fur and the 
pronounced mane round their neck.  They are short-bodied little rabbits, very sociable and good-
tempered, and ideal as pets.  Surprisingly, they don’t t need much grooming of their manes, just an 
occasional brush.

Rabbit breeding facts:  

You’ve heard the phrase ‘breed like rabbits’ – well it’s true!  Rabbits are capable of breeding at four 
months old and the length of the pregnancy is only 28-31 days as they are born without fur, eyes 
shut and very dependent upon their mother.   

Litters vary between four and seven rabbits. The doe (their mother) is ready to breed again 
immediately after birth so could have another litter barely a month later. That’s why we like to 
neuter all our rabbits. Though it may seem sweet to see lots of ‘baby bunnies’, it can soon get out 
of hand. (We’re sure you can do the arithmetic!) 
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
